"As children we dreamt of a fantasy and make believe world, and now it can become a 
reality," said Mr Ruff.

Mr Ruff explained that the advantages of this approach over "everyday photography" is:
- heightened realism,
- a more compelling image,
- generation of greater emotion in the viewer,
- an amazing WOW factor.

“We are a husband and wife team that have 2 daughters and we know how to capture 
these future memories of children,” says Mrs Ruff.
